 Admission price is $2.00 per person, plus tax – minimum $75.00 per group.  
Our $13.50 (plus tax) “Fun Pass” is available on the weekends.  This includes the 
admission price, maze, courtyard, hayride, face painting and kid’s craft.  The corn 
maze and hayride can also be purchased separately.  The hayride stops at the 
pumpkin patch where small pumpkins can be purchased for $1.00 each.  
Reservations are required.  Purchase of the birthday package allows the party to 
bring outside food and non-alcoholic beverage to the area.  A non-refundable 
deposit of $50.00 is required with your reservation. 
 
 Avoid the hassle of bringing food and drinks.  Hot dogs, fries (made from 
real potatoes), chicken nuggets, hot and cold drinks are available at our concession 
stand. 
 
 No alcoholic beverages allowed.  Smoking is prohibited in and around 
the maze and on the hayride.  Individuals acting in an unsafe manner or with 
excessive rowdiness will be required to leave the premises and are responsible for 
any damages caused by them. 
 
 Private hayrides and evening bonfires are also available. 
 
 Our corn maze is great fun and entertainment for all ages.  Our courtyard 
has hay bale maze, rope maze, obstacle course, sandbox, pedal cars, picnic tables, 
tricycle maze for little tykes, and more.  Food, pumpkins, and fall decorations are 
available.  Be sure to visit our gift shop!  Portable restrooms are provided.
